Regular cleaning

•	Vacuum clean the floor using an upright vacuum cleaner with powered brush
•	Remove stains or spills locally using clean warm water
•	Remove excess water
•	Allow the floor to dry

•	Vacuuming
Regular vacuuming, using an upright vacuum cleaner with a powered	
brush, is the essential first step in the upkeep of the installation.	
Heavy traffic areas require more frequent vacuuming than those areas	
which are less frequented.

•	Spot and stain removal
A daily spot and stain removal process should also be implemented	
using a neutral spotting detergent. The stain should not be allowed to	
dry as this can make removal more difficult.

Vacuuming will not easily remove oily residues from needlefelt nor the	
balance of dry soiling. Systems have been developed to maintain appearance 
longer and remove some of the soiling. These systems allow needlefelt to be 
maintained on a periodic basis:
•	Rotary shampoo: using rotating brushes and a crystallising shampoo.
